OUR SCHOOL ENVIRONMENT
Our goal is to provide a place for students to learn without distractions and concerns for safety. We closely monitor activities on our campus and offer comprehensive programs to prevent alcohol, tobacco, and substance abuse. As required by state and federal laws and policies, we collect, monitor and report on crimes and substance abuse incidents on our campus and at school activities. OUR STUDENTS 

Melba JR/SR High School Students by the Numbers 

354 students were enrolled in Melba JR/SR High School during the 2010-2011 school years. Average daily attendance of students at Melba High School during the school year was 94%.   Our graduation success rate was 93%.  56% of our students qualified for free or reduced-price lunch and 11% of our students qualified for special education services.
We offer our students the opportunity to take several Professional Technical prep courses in business, health occupations, agriculture, and entrepreneurship.  We also offer an expanding variety of dual credit college courses, advanced science and math courses, and a large assortment of courses through IDLA. 
We are excited that our students chose to be involved in many civic volunteer clubs. Many hours of service are provided to our community by our students. Our goal is to expand these opportunities to our students to serve in the community, to have students understand their community heritage and what it means to be a citizen.

Activities Successes 

During the 2010-2011 school year, the Melba Mustangs succeeded in many extracurricular activities.  Many of our students participated in extracurricular club activities competing in academic, performance, and judging competitions earning recognition and awards around the state. Notably, our clubs have had great success in FFA, FCCLA, HOSA, and BPA this past year with many state and national qualifiers. Our FFA program had many excellent performances at the county fairs this past summer as our students represented this community and their families well. Some of our Mustang boys and girls athletic teams placed at the top in state tournament competition. Of those the boys’ basketball team was Idaho 2A State Champions, Softball won consolation, several track athletes won state medals, and our wrestlers took 4th with athletes taking several medals. Melba High School was also ranked high in the 2010-11 Academic State Championship Awards for girls’ volleyball and softball. 

The Idaho High School Activities Association recognized Melba High School as 4th place of all 2A schools in the "Schools of Excellence" initiative. This program recognizes schools based on these major areas of high school activities: student-athletes’ performance in the classroom, at the athletic venue, in activities’ competitions and in the area of citizenship and sportsmanship. 

OUR TEACHERS

We are committed to ensuring that highly trained and qualified teachers instruct our students. Parents are welcome to request information about the qualifications of their child’s teachers at anytime. In addition, if the need arises for your child to be taught by a teacher without complete qualifications for more than four weeks, we will notify you. 

For the past several years, our staff has been active in reviewing and aligning our curriculum to the Idaho State Education Standards as directed by the State Board of Education. Periodically throughout the year, we review the ISAT scores and evaluate how our curriculum, teaching methods, and course structure is meeting the needs of our students. 

Melba JR/SR High School Teachers by the Numbers 
In 2010-11 100% of our teachers were highly qualified in the fields in which they taught. Nine of our teachers taught dual enrollment college credit courses or tech prep credit courses. Four of our teachers taught with Masters Degrees and four others are in masters programs. Our teachers have an average of 12 years of teaching experience.

The Idaho Standards Achievement Test (ISAT) is used in Idaho to meet adequate yearly progress (AYP) requirements. The results of the 2011 Spring ISAT’s are as follows. ACT RESULTS
	          Most of Idaho’s college bound students take the ACT (American College Testing) exam. Melba High School tested 47 students in 2010-11. Results showed a general trend of composite scores from the 18-26 range with ten students scoring between 10-17 and 4 students scoring above a 26.  Most universities require an 18 or 19 score for admission.  The 5 year trend shows a general upward trend in improved scores, but is not yet above state and national averages in all categories.
